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Rothbury circular Walk via Rothbury Terraces & Primrose Wood
Location OS Landranger sheet 81 NU 057 017
Start and Finish :-  The Nick, Rothbury High street

8Km ( 5 Miles) 3Hr.

How to get there From the A1 North take the A697 then left onto the B6344
Park on or near the High Street
Start From the green in the centre of Rothbury take a narrow passage called the Nick between the Co-op and Millers, opposite the Post box.
Turn left at the top and a few yards further turn right up a footpath signed " Hillside Road 1/4 Mile "

At  Hillside Road turn right and then immediately left the road is signed Cartington 2 1/2 Miles

When this road bends to the left take a footpath to the right and follow it up to a stile.

Over the stile take the track directly in front of you and follow it up with a conifer wood over a fence to your right. This rough path continues up onto the open moor where you will find a broad track. 

Turn left along this broad track towards the Television Mast.

Having passed the Television mast and before following the path round to the right take a detour up to the cairn on the left where there are interesting stones. 

There are  excellent views down to Rothbury and across to the Simonside hills.

The track with great views down to Old Rothbury and further round over to Cheviot continues and drops down through the edge of a wood.

Go ahead through two gates and follow the track around and down to Primrose Cottage.

From the cottage turn right up into Primrose Wood

Take the track up to a Signpost "Rothbury 1 1/2 miles" and follow the sign direction.

Past a copse of Beeches on the left of the track the path drops left off this track down to a Gate/Stile This is easily missed due to  the entrance to the path being overgrown.
The path exits onto moorland and ascends past an old boundary marker Marked R/S

This path joins the Broad track where it was first encountered to the east of the TV transmitter

Proceed directly on and Retrace your steps back to the Nick and onto Rothbury High Street

End
